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The ministry of UIM Aviation has changed drastically 
since having our plane taken by the Mexican authorities in       
September 2008.  We praise God that the plane was      
returned to us in April.  However, many airstrips remain 
closed and many missionaries have left the field in areas of 
much violence.  Tim has flown only one ministry flight 
this year to Mexico.   UIM Aviation is looking at develop-
ing new areas.  One is in Tepic, MX, that would support 
the 12 new Mexican national missionaries that  recently  
joined UIM.  The other new area we are looking into is 
Guatemala.   During this transition time,  Tim spends a lot 
of time in maintenance.  Tim’s summer had been filled 
with travel.  In June he once again went to Guadalajara to 
represent our mission at a  mission’s festival for youth 
ages 8-12.  Over 800 children participated in the event.  
Tim also traveled to Eldridge, IA, to participate in a      
mission’s festival at Cornerstone Baptist Church.  Both 
events encouraged Tim as he was able to share his passion 
for missions with the people.   

This year, at the EAA AirVenture Air show in OshKosh, mission aviation was one of the main features.  ������������

recession, some of you have lost jobs, others have been battling health issues.  Many of you have been standing with and      
encouraging family members who are walking through dark times.
